11 Austrian architectural teams evolve into 99 European teams.
From June 2004 until March 2006 11 young Austrian architectural teams tour with an ever-growing architectural travelling exhibition through nine European countries. In each country 11 national teams are added. After the first stations in Bratislava (Slovakia) and Prague (Czech Republic) already 44 teams will present their works at the exhibition in Berlin. The last exhibition in 2006 will again take place in Austria with the presentation of 99 European architecture teams.
In September 2002, eleven young committed architectural groups started a unique architectural promotional project: Wonderland. 
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Wonderland offers young architectural offices the chance to present themselves to a wider public, while also acting as an innovative type of jump-start. It began with the presentation of the current works of eleven selected architectural teams by means of a specially developed exhibition landscape. It consists of 440 quadratic information carriers made from hardboard plates from the company Funder. They are called pixels. 

The success of the exhibition in Austria prompted the continuation of the project in the form of a European tour. In terms of European integration - acting together in one context – respectively eleven teams from the younger generation from a total of nine countries (Slovakia, Czech Republic, Germany, Netherlands, France, Italy, Slovenia, Croatia) are invited to perform on the Wonderland landscape and to present their individual current work. 
The young generation of architects works in interdisciplinary, globally interlaced teams. The participants of Wonderland are the nodes of a network, which ignores territorial borders and is constantly extended and consolidated. The young teams work in Carinthia, Vienna, Amsterdam, Singapore, they studied in the USA, Italy, the Netherlands or Great Britain. Every one of these architects is connected with innumerable places and lives in an individual polygamy of these locations. In this sense the exhibition landscape reflects a virtual territory. 
3. Station: Berlin

After the boom of construction activity for many years the German capital Berlin became calmer. Not all locations of fracture between east and west could be repaired – some of them are still the most exciting places in Berlin. Here the creativity of numerous "new discoverers", artists, fashion designer, young architects, musicians, etc. is provoked.
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Wonderland Berlin presents itself along one of these lines of tension – in the Oberbaum City in Berlin Friedrichshain, a quarter that like Prenzlauer Berg was subject to major changes during the last years. 
The HBV Immobilien AG animated the area of the former lamp factory that was decaying after the fall of the Berliner Wall. In all buildings of the Oberbaum City modern offices were built behind historical walls. 
The Haus 5 that today contains the Zumtobel Staff Lichtzentrum was built in 1909; flamboyant highlights are the light-floors in the inner courts – made of glass they revive architecturally the meaning of the topic "light" for the former lamp city. Here architecture exhibits light and the light points out the various elements of architecture. In these inspiring rooms of the “Lichtzentrum Berlin” the Austrian, Slovak and Czech teams show their works together with eleven German architecture teams. They will demonstrate that - in economically weak times - small interferences, experimental and theoretical work can have large effects.
With the help of the Berlin offices blacklinesonwhitepaper (www.blacklines.cc), peanutz (www.peanutz-architekten.de) and Mr.Fung (www.mrfung.com) the 11 German teams were selected. Mr. Fung´s founders Menzel, Thomas and Woditsch combine three disciplines: urban development, landscape design and architecture. The team connects with sociologists, designers and graphic artists. The countless ideas and suggestions within this network multiply and change the work of the three architects and lead to surprising and innovative results. Kirsten Dörmann, Solam Mkhabela and Tumi Morule are the core members of blacklines. Since 2000 the team exists as a North-South co-operation between Germany and South Africa. Their work ranges from architecture to urban design. peanutz experiments with the various possibilities of handling an area  - the most effective use is determined by simulations of spatial interventions and functions.

They share a total of 440 pixels with architects from Austria, Slovakia and the Czech republic generating collectively the exhibition landscape of Wonderland. Already realized buildings are exhibited as well as utopian drafts - Wonderland thereby enables the teams to present their manners of working and innovative approaches to a broad international public.

The European Wonderland Tour started in June 2004 in Bratislava. After the current exhibition in Berlin it will move on to Amsterdam, Paris, Venice, Ljubljana and Zagreb and will finish in Austria (St.Veit/Glan/Carinthia) in June 2006. The closing exhibition in Carinthia will show the present creations of 99 European architectural teams and thus give unique and complex insight into the future of the European architectural landscape. 
This territory, or `Wonderland', is disclosed by heterogeneous yet connected paths of contemporary architectural practice. A unique European architectural sociotop is coming into existence...
