The Wonderland of architecture: Opening of the first exhibition in Bratislava

On Friday, 4th June, the first exihibition of Wonderland in Bratislava was opened.

Secretary of State Franz Morak and the Slovak Minister of Culture Rudolf Chmel gave the starting signal for the European travelling exhibition. Until 26th June 11 Austrian and 
11 Slovak architecture teams present their work in Bratislava. Afterwards the exhibition will leave for Prague. 
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"Let me compare Wonderland with an express train." With these words Secretary of State Franz Morak opened the exhibition. "This express train begins here in Bratislava and goes on to Prague, Berlin, Amsterdam, Paris, Venice, Zagreb, Ljubljana and St. Veit an der Glan. I wish a good journey." 
From 2004 to 2006 11 young Austrian architecture teams travel with an exhibition through nine European countries. In each country 11 national teams join the project and share the exhibition surface. "We increase in numbers and so we also must become more substantial." That is the way Secretary of State Morak interpreted the exhibition concept. "I regard this as a metaphor for Europe - this project is exemplary for Europe." 
The exhibition presented in Bratislava resembles a landscape. 440 square timber plates, so called pixels, are distributed in strips with 20 pixels each over the exhibition space. In different heights and displaying the most different contents, the pixels seem to grow from the floor: the presented works range from drafts to already built projects, from furniture to urban interventions. They show a cross section of the fields of activity of the young architect generation. 
Secretary of State Morak and the Slovak Minister of Culture Chmel praised the mobility of the young participants: The new generation accepts each challenge and by doing so transforms it in their way. Dr. Henrieta Moravciková, editor-in-chief of the Slovak architecture magazine ARCH appreciated the will to experiment of the Slovak participants and called them even "islands of independent thinking in the Slovak architecture scene". 
In 2002 the initiative Wonderland was created by 11 engaged and innovative groups of architectures in Austria. "This unique architecture project offers young European architects the possibility of introducing themselves to a broad public and understands itself also as a new innovative form of jump-start" formulates Roland Gruber, the spokesman of Wonderland, the concept. Due to the success of the exhibitions in Austria the thought of an advancement of the project in form of a European tour developed. 
The next station after Bratislava will be Prague: in September eleven Czech teams will join the Austrians and the Slovaks and will perform on the pixel landscape together.
